1 All students are required to take the Clemson Math Placement Test (CMPT) prior to registering for their first math course at 

Clemson.  To take the test, go to http://www.clemson.edu/mthsc/CMPT/ and follow the instructions.  Approved courses include:  
MTHSC 101, 102, 106, 108, 203, 207, 301, 309, EX ST 222 or 301.  If a student elects to take MTHSC 106 or 108, one credit-hour 
will be applied toward the elective hour requirement.  See advisor for course selection.  Students and advisors must check the pre-
requisites and conditions before signing up for a mathematics class.   

 
2 Six hours (through 202-level) in the same modern foreign language are required. 
 
3 Elective hours may be used for courses not required by General Education or your major curriculum and may be taken in any 

combination or at any time during your college career. 
 
4 Select from HIST 101, 102, 172, 173, or 193.  (Note:  HIST 172, 173 or 193 also satisfies CCA requirement)
