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Dickenson shared responsibility and spoke for Director Ronald H. Walker while he was on field 
visits, meetings, conferences, and on leave.  He attended meetings with the U.S. Secretary of the 
Interior and other high level officials, met with members of Congress and their staff to interpret 
National Park Service policies and programs and served on top-level Interior and interagency 
committees concerning conservation of the nation's resources, beautification, and social programs.
