New organizations can be added by selecting the
“add” link for any of the respective basins.

6 By selecting “add” a new red pin will appear
in the map along with a small form. Please use the
zoom and pan function to place your pin in a more
accurate location. The name and address of the
organization is required for this form.

To update the map with the new organization
location and data, select the “add” button in the
form. To cancel this process, select the “reset”
button in the form.

Once this initial record is created, additional
information such as contact name, phone, email
and web site can be added by using the “edit” steps
previously discussed.

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A watershed is an area of land that drains to a river,
stream or other body of water (see diagram on right).
However we define it, we all live in a watershed, and
the actions we take affect our downstream rivers, lakes
and estuaries.

In South Carolina, watersheds are located within
eight major river basins (Broad, Catawba, Edisto,

Salkahatchie, Saluda, Santee, Savannah and Pee Dee),

each containing smaller sub-basins.

In fulfilling the mission to promote local stakeholders’

involvement in protecting and improving the natural
and economic resources of their watershed, the
Center for Watershed Excellence and Carolina Clear
have compiled a “Watershed Steward Contact List.”
This list is comprised of organizations that support
and manage local watershed issues and also offer
watershed-related volunteer opportunities for the
public. The list has been mapped by geographic
coverage so that users can identify watershed-related
volunteer opportunities within their community or

region.

This online mapping tool is purposed to connect those
looking for watershed-related volunteer opportunities with
organizations already at work. Use this site to map your
