Graduate School Application Timeline
Fall of Junior Year 
· Search for Programs: Begin your search for possible graduate programs.
· Request Information: Contact programs that spark your interest to gather more details.
· Visit Schools: If possible, visit the campuses of the schools that interest you most.
· Financial Planning: Begin to explore available financial aid resources.
Spring of Junior Year 
· Test Prep: Register and begin preparing for any required standardized tests.
· Draft Statement: Begin developing your personal statement.
· Set Deadlines: Create a master timeline of where you want to apply and all associated deadlines.
Fall of Senior Year 
· Request Recommendations: Reach out to faculty members to request letters of recommendation.
· Finalize Essays: Tailor and finalize your essays and personal statements for each specific application.
· Interview Prep: Visit the C-Suite to practice interview questions (if required) and have your resume and personal statement reviewed.
· Take Tests: Complete the required standardized tests.
Spring of Senior Year 
· Submit Applications: Complete your applications; drafting in a Word document first can help avoid errors and save your work.
· Transcripts: Order official transcripts from the Registrar's Office.
· Financial Aid: Complete all necessary financial aid forms.
· Follow Up: Write thank-you notes to everyone who assisted you throughout the process.
