In this role, Kealy reports to Senior Associate Provost Amy Lawton-Rauh to direct and manage workflows and
networks supporting internal and external awards recognizing faculty excellence in teaching, service, scholarly
pursuits and leadership across the University.

He has also held positions as assistant professor,
associate professor and professor within the Department of Humanities at Colby-Sawyer College for the past 23
years.
