What Can You Use SciShield For?

Take online safety training and be notified when training is needed based on hazards in your work area.
Access your safety training records.

Manage live classroom safety training and sign up for courses.

Manage chemical inventories with a chemical database for regulatory reports.

Search for chemical Safety Data Sheets (SDS) using the SDS search feature and attach to your inventories.
Track equipment and inspections or certification requirements.

Create door signs using the online template that includes the specific hazards of your workspace.
Perform inspections on your space using the Self Inspection option and respond to OES inspections.

Click on the “ObservNow™"” icon to report a safety concern or positive observation.

Click on “Incident or Near Miss” to report an injury, incident, or near miss.
