Photography
No cameras, photography, or videography are allowed unless you have written authorization. 

Dress Code for Visitors
All Visitors and Contractor/Customers to the WTDTTF must sign the Visitor and Contractor/Customer Sign in Log Book at the Reception Desk upon arrival and at final exit each day.

All Visitors and Contractor/Customers will be issued a badge upon entry and the badge must be worn at all times in a visible location. Visitors must turn-in badge at the Reception Desk upon exiting.
Visitors must be escorted by a WTDTTF employee at all times when entering the test cells, the utility corridor, the test cell corridors, or the grid simulator. Areas requiring escort are shown on the Area Map located in this brochure. Contractor/Customers performing work at the WTDTTF may be issued an Un-escorted badge but must sign-in and sign-out daily at the Reception Desk.
Visitors and Contractor/Customers are required to wear safety glasses with side shields and closed toe shoes at all times in the test cells, the utility corridor, and mechanical/electrical rooms:

Additional PPE is required during testing, lifting, or maintenance activities.

Contractor / Customers

Safety is a requirement while working in the WTDTTF.  Any Contractor/Customer performing work or testing at the WTDTFF is expected to maintain safety as the highest priority. Clemson University (CU) considers the safety of all employees, students, visitors and Contractor / Customer employees to be of the highest importance.
Visitors performing work in the Test Cells, Grid Simulator, in the Utility Corridor, on test equipment, or on utility equipment at the WTDTTF are required to follow the requirements of the Contractor / Customer Safety Policy, the Test Cell Safety Policy, and the Grid Simulator Safety Policy.
Contractor/Customer employees are required to report hazardous activities by anyone to the WTDTTF Facility Safety Coordinator.
