
 

Calhoun Family Cemetery Plot – By Janet McNeil 

Inside of this fenced area you will find the graves of John C. Calhoun’s eldest son Andrew Pickens “A.P.” Calhoun, Sr. and his extended family. Starting on the 
immediate left side upon entry you will find the first grave from A.P. Calhoun’s line (following left to right):  

His infant son, John C. Calhoun, named for his grandfather. The infant was born on June 7, 1837, and died at six months old on December 7, 1837. His burial is 
the first recorded Calhoun family burial on this site.  

Mary Lucretia “Lula” Calhoun was the youngest daughter of A.P. Calhoun, Sr. and Margaret Green Calhoun. She was born on February 21, 1862, and died on July 
17, 1865.  

Andrew Pickens Calhoun, Sr., son of John C. Calhoun and his wife, Floride Bonneau Colhoun Calhoun. He purchased the Ft. Hill property from his mother four 
years after the death of his father in 1854. Born on October 11, 1811, A.P. had seven children. A.P. Sr. died on March 16, 1865. He and some of his descendants 
are buried in this enclosure.  

Margaret Green Calhoun, the wife of A.P. Calhoun, Sr., was born on February 18, 1816, and died on July 27, 1891. She was the daughter of Duff Green, a political 
journalist from Kentucky.  

Margaret Maria Calhoun was the elder daughter of A.P. Calhoun, Sr. and Margaret Green Calhoun. Born April 30, 1847, she died on February 15, 1910.  

Andrew Pickens Calhoun II was the grandson of A.P. Calhoun, Sr., and son of Duff Green Calhoun and Elizabeth Beasley. A.P. II married his first cousin, once 
removed, Floride Isabella Lee in 1895. Miss Lee was the granddaughter of Thomas Green Clemson and Anna Maria Calhoun. A.P. II was born on April 10, 1872, 
and died on October 6, 1942. Their two children, Creighton and Margaret, are buried behind A.P. II. 

The second row of burials on the left-hand side (following left to right) are:  

James Edward Calhoun was the son of John C. Calhoun, III and Verlinda Calhoun. He was a Captain in the United States Army, U.S. Volunteer Corps for the 
Spanish American War. He was born May 1, 1878, and died on March 27, 1937. He was a grandson of A.P. Calhoun, Sr. 

Margaret M. Calhoun was the daughter of Andrew Pickens Calhoun II and Floride Isabella Lee Calhoun. She was born on July 6, 1897, and died on January 12, 
1959. She was the great-granddaughter of A.P. Calhoun, Sr. and the great-granddaughter of Thomas Green Clemson and Anna Maria Calhoun, daughter of John 
C. Calhoun and Floride Calhoun. 

Creighton Lee Calhoun was the son of Andrew Pickens Calhoun II and Floride Isabella Lee Calhoun. He was born on October 31, 1901, and died on January 17, 
1940. He was the great-grandson of A.P. Calhoun, Sr. and the great-grandson of Thomas Green Clemson and Anna Maria Calhoun.  

Carmen Mangum Calhoun, was the wife of Creighton Lee Calhoun, Sr. She was born on December 30, 1902, and died on July 28, 1972.  



The large monument in the center of the Calhoun plot is a memorial stone bearing the family name, CALHOUN.  

Now moving to the right side of the Calhoun family enclosure, the graves on the first row (following left to right) are: 

Patrick Calhoun was a son of A.P. Calhoun, Sr. and Margaret Green Calhoun. Patrick was born on March 21, 1856 at Ft. Hill. Patrick died on June 16, 1943. His 
wife, three of his children, and a grandson are buried on this side of the cemetery.  

Sarah “Sallie” Williams Calhoun was the wife of Patrick Calhoun. She was born on October 14, 1864, and died on August 26, 1928. Three of her sons and a 
grandson are buried near her. 

George Williams Calhoun was a son of Patrick and Sallie. He was born October 5, 1892 and died on March 3, 1968. He was the grandson of A.P. Calhoun, Sr.  

Bonnie Lusher Calhoun was the wife of George Williams Calhoun, son of Patrick and Sallie. She was born December 6, 1892, and died on March 9, 1968.  

There is one unmarked gravesite on the second row, just to your right nearest the fence.  

The second row of burials on the right side of the enclosure (following left to right) are: 

Andrew Pickens Calhoun, Jr., son of Andrew P. Calhoun (b. 1895) and Eunice Calhoun Wymond, was A.P. Calhoun Sr.’s great-grandson. He was born December 
11, 1933, and died on September 12, 2016. His is the most recent burial in the Calhoun family plot.  

Eunice Calhoun Wymond was the wife of A.P. Calhoun (b. 1895) and she was born May 28, 1905, and died on January 6, 2003. She is the mother of A.P. Calhoun, 
Jr. 

Andrew Pickens Calhoun (b. 1895) was a son of Patrick and Sallie Calhoun and the grandson of A.P. Calhoun, Sr. He was born on September 16, 1895, and died 
on May 9, 1963. 

Patrick Calhoun, Jr., was a son of Patrick and Sallie Williams Calhoun and a grandson of A.P. Calhoun, Sr. He was born April 30, 1891, and died October 14, 1983.  

Along the back of this plot, you will see several indicators of unmarked graves. These were marked between 2020 and 2021 using ground penetrating radar. 
Although we do not know who may be buried within these marked plots, we continue our research.  
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
